Genie Jennings presented a draft of a letter to be sent to district municipalities requesting funding for the STEP program.  The board approved the letter and will place this topic on the November 8th, 2004 Committee of the Whole Meeting Agenda for discussion.

Mark Sherman highlighted portions of the Department of Public Instruction’s proposed Biennial Budget Request for 2005-07.

Information Prior to Action: 
Mr. Jost raised concerns over the under expended budget for the 2003-04 school year.  He presented several suggestions for possible projects both short term and long term.  The consensus of board members was that they needed more information and wanted input from administration.   Mr. Brown was asked to develop a recommendation to be discussed at the November 8th Committee of the Whole Meeting.

Bill Knickerbocker presented the Literacy/Reading Monitoring Report for Educational Results.

Motion by Atwood, seconded by Jacob that with regard to the GP-3, Board Job Description, provision of its Policy GP-4, the School District of Chetek Board of Education concludes through self-assessment its performance during the previous year has been in compliance.  Motion carried unanimously.

Motion by Jacob, seconded by Sherman that with regard to GP-8, Board Members’ Code of Conduct, the School District of Chetek Board of Education concludes through self-assessment its performance during the previous year has not been in compliance with regard to Provision 2.

Motion by Siepierski, seconded by Sherman that regarding the  EL-8, Financial Administration, provision of its Policy B/SR-5, the School District of Chetek Board of Education concludes that the Superintendent’s performance during the previous year has been in compliance.  Motion carried unanimously.

Motion by Hanson, seconded by Atwood to adopt the Resolution For Tax Levy.  

Be it resolved by the School District of Chetek that a tax levy of $4,674,315 be levied on the taxable property of the district for school purposes for the year 2004-05 in accordance with the recommendation of the school board.  Motion carried unanimously.
