Motion by Jost, seconded by Springer to adjourn into closed session.  Motion carried unanimously.  
Motion by Jost, seconded by Peters to go back into open session.  Motion carried unanimously.
Linkage:
Bryan Yenter and the Middle School Staff representatives presented information on receiving the Wisconsin Promise Award and the CLC program audit that received high ratings.  Bill Knickerbocker discussed the 6th grade Everyday Math program.  Brian Chuchwar and Diane Johnson presented on the success with changing from Connected Math to College Preparatory Math which better meets the needs of the students.  Sandy Newell identified the strengths of the new 8th grade reading series.  Bryan concluded by talking about the portfolio system being used and the possibility of moving to an electronic portfolio in the future.  Other identified items going well are:  common planning time for staff, students have core classes all year reducing transition time, ability to move students between Resource classes based on their academic needs.

Motion carried unanimously.
