Motion by Jost seconded by Peters to approve agenda with the removal of Item 11D, EL-5, Employee Compensation, and EL-14, District Calendar, from the Consent Agenda to Information and Action, 10E.  Motion carried unanimously.  
Motion by Jost, seconded by Hanson to adjourn into closed session.  Motion carried unanimously on a roll call vote.  
Motion by Jost, seconded by Reisner to recess the closed session, and go back into open session and reconvene after open session.   Motion carried unanimously.
Linkage:
High school students discussed the trimester schedule and the overall reaction was positive.  A main concern was the 12:30 p.m. second lunch.  The finals schedule was a concern in that the students did not always have time to finish in one hour.  Middle school representation agreed that scheduling is going well.  Many middle school students would like to have more learning community time.  They would like to receive high school credit for taking high school classes.  Bullying and harassment, when adults aren’t present, were concerns.
Communication:

School Board Convention is coming up in January with Genie Jennings, Ken Jost, Al Brown and possibly Tammy Lenbom attending.  The January meetings are January 8th and 15th.  Natalie offered the CESA annual convention booklet and Head Start newsletter to anyone wanting to see them.  Al updated the Board on the technology problems from last week and almost everything is back up and running.  Policy Governance workshop at the WASB Convention is being hosted by Chetek and Columbus.  We need a Board member to sit in on the custodial interviews.

Motion carried unanimously.

Motion by Hanson, seconded by Peters that with respect to EL-5, Employee Compensation, the School District of Chetek Board of Education concludes that the Superintendent’s performance during the previous reporting period has been in compliance except for 5.6 and with a request that Mr. Brown research private sector salary comparisons.  Motion by Jost, seconded by Reisner to amend the motion to include a review of EL-5 and the ability to meet 5.6 in gathering additional information.  Motion carried unanimously.  In regards to the original motion, motion carried unanimously.

Motion by Peters, seconded by Springer that with respect to EL-14, District Calendar, the School District of Chetek Board of Education concludes that the Superintendent’s performance during the previous reporting period has been in compliance.  Motion carried unanimously.
Motion by Peters, seconded by Jost to approve the amended Consent Agenda.  Motion carried unanimously.
