Motion by Jost, seconded by Witthuhn to adjourn into closed session.   Motion carried on a roll call vote.  Closed session recessed at 6:50 p.m., closed session reconvened at 7:26 p.m.

Building Principal Communications - Elementary:  NWEA Maps testing is starting for grades 2-5 to measure Reading and Math.  Results are available 72 hours after all students have taken the test.  Middle School:  MAPS testing will be starting.  Seventh grade teachers, Mr. DeSerto and Ms. Luethi are teaching a thematic unit on frogs.  The 6th grade teachers are teaching a thematic unit on the Iditarod connecting the curricular areas.  High School:  The 2008-09 Course Planning Guide was presented.  Linda Krans worked diligently to format the booklet.  The staff were complimented for their flexibility in course planning.  A listing of new offerings was provided including the addition of many AP courses.  A work based learning program was also added

Board Communications:  The Board/Superintendent meeting at CESA #11 will be held on Tuesday, March 25.  The carpool will be leaving at 5:30 p.m.  The Weyerhaeuser School Board asked to meet with the Chetek School Board on Wednesday, April 2 at 6:30 p.m.  A cooperative is being formed by Barron County farmers regarding bringing fresh produce into the schools.
Information & Action:
Jill Koenitzter outlined the request being made for the SAGE Waiver.  This meeting also served as the Hearing of the Public in regards to the application.   Motion by Peters, seconded by Jennings to approve SAGE waiver application.  Motion carried unanimously.

Motion by Jost, seconded by Springer that with regard to GP-2, Governing Style, and B/SR-2, Unity of Control, the School District of Chetek Board of Education concludes through self-assessment its performance during the previous reporting period has been in compliance.  Motion by Peters seconded by Jost to amend the motion to discuss GP-2 at the April Committee of the Whole Meeting.  Amendment to the motion carried unanimously.  Amended motion carried unanimously.
The Yes Committee has had community meetings to make phone calls to district voters.  Two forums were held to provide additional information to those in attendance.

Corina Piper Kolancryk reviewed the number of students in the district.  She inquired about whether administrative cuts could be made and use more CESA #11 services.  Jost addressed the questions with regards to the spending on Special Education.  Clarification was made on the dollar amounts of the referendum.
Motion by Witthuhn, seconded by Peters to approve the open enrollment applications as written.  Motion carried with Jost casting a no vote.

The board member vacancy will be posted in the Chetek Alert on March 26 and April 2 to fill out the remainder of the term until April 2009.  Jan Witthuhn will act as the interim Treasurer.
