Minutes of Regular Meeting                          Board of Education                     April 28, 2008

Meeting was called to order at 6:00 p.m.

Roll Call:  Jennings, Johnson, Jost, Witthuhn, Reisner and Springer.  Peters was absent.  Others present:  Audrey Brenholt, Joyce Grever, A. Jane Mittlestaedt, Marilyn Young, Larry Leff, Patrick Spencer, Jim Simon, Shannon Carr, Mark Canfield, Dolly Neby, John Dutmer, Amanda Ogren, Bruce Kamrath, Jill Koenitzer, Al Brown, Tammy Lenbom, Linda Zeman, Bryan Yenter, Larry Zeman and Jeremy Jensen from The Alert.
Motion by Jost, seconded by Reisner to approve agenda and remove 10.D.1. EL-7, Budgeting/Financial Planning and 10.D.2., EL-8, Financial Administration and 10.E.1. GP-9. Board Member Covenants and move them to 9.E and 9.F.  Motion carried unanimously.
Audrey Brenholt is retiring after the school year and was thanked for her years of service to the district.  Volunteers were recognized for their service.

The Oath of Office was administered to Jan Witthuhn, Bryan Johnson and Natalie Springer.  David Peters’ Oath of Office  was administered at the April 14, 2008 meeting.

Communication:
Building Principal Communications - Elementary:  The new Bright Beginners visited Roselawn.  Seventeen thousand labels and milk caps were brought in at a recent drive.  There are six Chetek teams formed for the Barron-Chetek soccer program.  Middle School:  The spring sports have been crammed into a few weeks because of inclement weather in order to fit in all the conference games.  The Science Night was a success and many positive comments were made by the parents.  Marc Brown spoke to the students about bullying without ever using the word bully.  High School:  The students viewed a presentation with the theme of friends.  Letters for the ACT prep sessions has been sent out.  The sessions will prepare students with strategies for test taking.  A review of AP courses was given.  Fifty students have signed up for them.  A year-long reading program is being introduced.  The FBLA students have returned from their trip to New York City.  The High Mileage Vehicle has performed well.  Business Office:  A Senior Gold Card is available for senior citizens 62 and older to enter school events free of charge.

Board Communications:  A 21st Century grant was received to fund the after school program.  When this is added to the Obey Grant there will be $115,000 per year for the first 2 years and $80,000 for the 3rd year.  The Weyerhaeuser meeting is tentatively set for Monday, May 12.  The Barron County School Board meeting will be held Monday, June 2 in the Rice Lake High School Library.
Information & Action:
Motion by Jost, seconded by Johnson that with respect to B/SR-3, Accountability of the Superintendent, the School District of Chetek Board of Education concludes through self-assessment its performance during the previous reporting period has been in compliance.  Motion carried unanimously.

The Arts Department gave a Results Report.  Dolly Neby presented on the Elementary music program.  She outlined a Recorder karate program for the students.  Shannon Carr displayed examples of projects completed by her elementary students.  Mark Canfield defined proficiency in Art for middle school and high school students when they walk out knowing more than when they walked in.  John Dutmer represented the Middle School/High School vocal music department.   He was thankful for $300 that was given by the Dunn County Barbershop Group.  The reduction of time from 45 minutes to 30 minutes is putting a strain on the music department.  Amanda Orgren reported on Middle School Band.  Amanda stated that proficiency is more than what can be covered by the state standards.  She measures success when students are excited about music and practice because they want to.  She would like to see more communication among the Middle School staff with regards to setting parameters for students making up work.  Her summer program will establish a mentoring program for the incoming Middle School music students.  Bruce Kamrath outlined the many activities of the High School program.  He measures proficiency by being able to move the students to the next level.  Bruce agreed with Mr. Dutmer and the pressures placed upon the music department with the decrease of time allotted.  Motion by Springer, seconded by Jost that based upon the information provided, the Board finds that the organization and the Superintendent are in compliance and demonstrates exemplary progress toward achieving the desired results.  Motion carried unanimously.
A recommendation was presented for the football committee to take care of the remaining balance for the stadium.  Motion by Jost, seconded by Jennings that the matter be tabled.  Motion failed.  Motion by Reisner, seconded by Sprinter to drop the issue and apply the $38,000 to fund balance.  On a roll call vote, Johnson, Jennings, Jost and Witthuhn voted no.  Reisner and Springer voted yes.  Motion failed.  Motion by Witthuhn, seconded by Jennings to direct the Administration to seek legal opinion to determine the legal options for the Board.  Motion carried.

Motion by Witthuhn, seconded by Reisner to approve the recommendation of the Superintendent to investigate the sale price of the home and the conditions of the sale and bring potential uses to the board.  Motion carried unanimously.

Motion by Reisner, seconded by Johnson that with respect to EL-7, Budgeting/Financial Planning, the School District of Chetek Board of Education concludes that the Superintendent’s Performance during the previous reporting period has been in compliance.  Motion carried unanimously.

Motion by Jost, seconded by Springer that with respect to EL-8, Financial Administration, the Superintendent has been in compliance with exceptions of 8.6, 8.7 and 8.8 due to the failure to resolve the issue with the Booster Club.  Amendment by Reisner, seconded by Witthuhn to drop 8.7 & 8.8 and add a subsection to address contracts and documentation.  Amendment carried.  Original amended motion carried unanimously.
Motion by Reisner, seconded by Springer to accept GP-9, Board Member Covenants.  Motion carried with Jost and Springer casting a no vote.

Motion by Jost, seconded by Witthuhn to approve amended Consent Agenda.  Motion carried unanimously.
