Motion by Jost, seconded by Johnson to approve the agenda.  Motion carried unanimously.
Motion by Peters, seconded by Witthuhn to adjourn into closed session.  On a roll call vote motion carried unanimously.  Closed session meeting was recessed at 7:15 p.m. and reconvened at 9:20 p.m.  Motion by Peters, seconded by Witthuhn to go back into open session.  Motion carried unanimously.

Superintendent:  Daycare Update:  Al Brown gave an update on the financial status of the daycare.  There are 20 children registered for childcare service.  A monthly report will be provided to the Board.   Weyerhaeuser Grant Update:  The grant has been sent in.  There are six other applications and the state has $250,000 available to fund grants.  Update on Property Purchase:  The owners have not gotten back to the district regarding a purchase price.  This study is still in the preliminary stages as a decision has not been made yet.

Principals:  Bryan Yenter presented information on the middle school bully survey that was given.  He addressed the action steps that were taken to address issues that have arisen.  The SAGE waiver for class sizes was received.  A data retreat binder was distributed to board members for July’s board meeting.

Board Members:  Genie Jennings complimented the band students on the recent band trip to Disney World.

Information & Action:

A Literacy Report was given by Bill Knickerbocker, Sr.  Motion by Peters, seconded by Witthuhn that based upon the information provided, the Board finds the organization and the Superintendent are making reasonable progress toward achieving the desired results.  Motion carried unanimously.  Motion by Springer, seconded by Peters that with regards to the SAGE/Title I Monitoring Report, based upon the information provided, the Board finds the organization and the Superintendent are making reasonable progress toward achieving the desired results.  Motion carried unanimously.

Members of the Open Enrollment Committee presented their findings and recommendations.  The Board will hold a Committee of the Whole meeting on July 14 to look at the recommendations and develop a plan.

Motion by Reisner, seconded by Johnson that with regard to GP-6, Board Committee Principles, GP-9, Board Member Covenants and B/SR-1, Global Governance-Management Connection, the School District of Chetek Board of Education concludes through self-assessment its performance during the previous reporting period has been in compliance.  Motion carried unanimously.
Motion by Witthuhn, seconded by Johnson to approve the 2008-2011 NUE Support Staff Contract which included language changes, insurance changes, an average 3% salary increase and concessions on insurance and benefits.  Motion carried unanimously.
Motion by Peters, seconded by Jost that with respect to EL-15, Learning Environment, the School District of Chetek Board of Education concludes that the Superintendent’s performance during the previous reporting period has been in compliance.  Motion carried unanimously.

Motion by Peters, seconded by Springer that the School District of Chetek pay claims and accounts for June 30, 2008 in the amount of $1,691,774.31.  Motion carried.
Motion by Peters, seconded by Witthuhn to approve the Consent Agenda and omit the Recommendation to Approve Tech. Ed. Teacher and H.S. Guidance Counselor due to no recommendations being presented.  Motion carried with Jost voting no.   Motion carried.
