THE CESA Administrator position has been reposted until May 4 with hopes of getting more candidates in the pool.  Jost had updates on the Joint Budget Finance Committee.  Some items were taken out.  We need to increase our testimony in order to protect the status of K-12 education.  May 5th is the WASB Spring Academy in Wausau.  June 15-17 is the Leadership Conference in Appleton.  WASDA will be recognizing Al Brown for his 15 years of service as a superintendent.  Al made reference to the professional article in our packets.  Board members are invited to the May Early Release for an end of the year celebration on district accomplishments.  Let Al know by mid-May if you are planning to attend graduation.

Motion by Atwood, seconded by Reisner that with regards to B/SR-3, Accountability of the Superintendent, the Board finds itself in compliance.  Motion carried unanimously.
Bill Munch presented a report on the progress that has been made since October 2006.  There isn’t new data to report on since the October 2006 report.  The data from Spring tests will be available shortly.  A concern is that currently 58% of students must score Advanced or Proficient.  Next year, 68% of the students will need to score in these areas.  The piloting program for Everyday Math is complete.  The series will be recommended for adoption.  Representatives from DeForest and Madison visited Chetek to observe the SPM Foundations Math Program.  The new benchmarks are nearly complete.  Motion by Atwood, seconded by Olson that based upon the information provided, the Board finds that the organization and the Superintendent are making reasonable progress toward achieving the desired results.  Motion carried unanimously.
