Minutes of Regular Meeting                          Board of Education                             October 22, 2007

Meeting was called to order at 6:00 p.m.

Roll Call:  Jennings, Jost, Peters, Reisner and Springer. Olson and Atwood were absent.  Others present:  Al Brown Superintendent; Tammy Lenbom, Business Manager; Jill Koenitzer, Elementary Principal; Brian Chuchwar, Middle School Math Teacher; Brenda Kretzschmar, High School Business Education Teacher; Linda Zeman, Director of Special Education; Larry Zeman, High School Principal; Bryan Yenter, Middle School Principal; Amy Weber, Middle School Guidance; Janis Bridges, Elementary Guidance; Tom Sheehy and Ernie Tourville, TCI Architects.  
Motion by Jennings, seconded by Peters to approve the agenda and move 10.D.1. EL-7, Budgeting/Financial Planning and 10.D.2. EL-8, Financial Administration to 9.B.   Motion carried unanimously.

Motion by Jost, seconded by Springer to adjourn into closed session.  On a roll call vote motion carried.

Motion by Jost, seconded by Jennings to go back into open session.  Motion carried unanimously.
Linkage:

Bryan Yenter presented information for the Middle School Linkage.  Grade level meetings are held every week.  The WKCE test is one of the topics discussed.  Students are exposed to many test taking strategies to help them to be successful.  The Middle School staff is working hard to prepare the students for increased student achievement.
Brian Chuchwar gave an overview of the Middle School math program.  Chetek’s K-8 math curriculum is similarly aligned with other districts that are moving progressively with their math programs.  A lot of work has been done to improve student math skills.

Communication:

Ken Jost is attending the School Law Seminar and Legislative Issues Conference.  The PTO has an expanding website that is located under the Roselawn site.  A few board members and Superintendent attended the Wisdom Sharing Conference to work on Policy Governance in Vail, Colorado.  A newspaper ad was purchased thanking the cross country and football teams for their positive representation of our school.  Additional work was done with the Safe Routes to Schools Grant.
Administration Communication - Middle School:  The MS had a guest speaker who had a positive message for the students to feel comfortable with who they are.  High School:  The football team made history by winning the Heart of the North Conference Title.  It has shown the student body to work hard to reach their goals.  Students went to the radio station to record messages that will air during the football game on Tuesday night.  Members of the student body will be involved with the Barron County Strategic Planning.  WKCE test prep is underway.  Three HS students made it to the State Cross-Country meet in Wisconsin Rapids.  Special Education:  They are in the process of a self-assessment evaluation.  This is aimed at making sure all procedures are being followed.  Linda Zeman has been doing walk throughs in the special education and regular education classrooms to observe how the special education staff are helping special education students be successful.  Elementary:  Positive results are being seen with the implementation of Everyday Math.  Lisa Winters, the consultant for Everyday Math, is working with the teachers to provide in-service on math instruction.  Work is continuing to be done with the Daycare Program.

Information & Action:

A report on College and Career Results was given.  Janis Bridges and Amy Weber presented information on the guidance standards they meet with the students.  One of the main focal points is on career exploration and career counseling.  They showcased some of the content and products from the lessons they teach.

Brenda Kretzschmar discussed the planning being done to lead up to conducting a career day in the spring.  The students will take a career pathway survey and then be able to sign up for certain career activities and pathways.  The plan is to have a career day every other year.  The FBLA also focuses on the career preparation by exposing the students to a variety of experiences.  Brenda would like to see a coop program integrated back into the High School.

Larry Zeman reported on the ACT score results and the fact that the scores have continued to rise.  The goal is to see the number of students taking the test and the average score increase.  There are ACT preparation sessions being planned to make sure students are ready.

Motion by Reisner, seconded by Peters that with regards to the College and Career Report the Board finds that the organization and the Superintendent are making reasonable progress toward achieving the desired results.  Motion carried unanimously.

Motion by Peters, seconded by Reisner that the certification of the 2007-08 school district levy and EL-7 & E-8 be tabled until Thursday, November 1st, 12:00 p.m. or 5:00 p.m.
Ernie Tourville and Tom Sheehy from TCI gave an overview of the Facility Conditions Report and Recommendations.  Overall, the condition of the facilities is in good shape.

Genie Jennings appointed Dave Peters and herself to the Administrative Contract Committee.
